The written statement
(200-400 words) from the applicant on “What | have gained from participating in Band”
or “Why | plan to participate in college band activities” will be hand written at school in
Mr. Jenkins’ office. Each student will have 30 minutes to complete their written
statement.

The application Folder must consist of the following:

1. Properly completed application form.

2. Written statement (200-400 words) from the applicant on “What | have gained
form participating in Band” or “Why | plan to participate in college band
activities.”

3. Two letters of recommendation are required. One of which may come from a
SHS teacher, counselor or principal. (Band directors will not give
recommendations)

4. List of extracurricular activities, school honors, list of band activities, places
of work, etc.

5. Planned major.

6. Explain how this scholarship will make a difference in your education.

SELECTION:

Applications will be reviewed by a committee of Band Boosters. The committee will
have approximately $2000 to award in scholarships.

PRESENTATION:

The Band Booster Scholarships will be presented at the Annual Band Banquet.
